Intravenous Access Therapy gives your
doctor easy access to your bloodstream.

It gives him theability to take blood
from you and to give you medicine.

Why am | getting goower
port implanted?

The implanted portatheter system



decreases theumber of times you have
to be stuck with a needlérhe biggest
reason for the power injectable port
implant is soyou can have a special kind
of X-ray called a CET scan. CECT
scans use a dye pumped into your
bloodstream through the port. The dye
lets your doctor take high quality
pictures of your body to help treat you.

How does the Rhapsody
CT' Power Port System
work?

The port is a small round chamber made

from high grade titanium with a soft top.
It has a soft tube called a catheter
attached to one sidd.he Rhapsody

CT" catheter has a steel coil inside it to
stop thetube from collapsing or
flattening. This makes the system stay
open duing your treatment so medicine
and fluids can go through the system
easily and reliably. The coil in the
catheter may make a small cdike

bump under your skin and over your
collarbone. This is normal

Most of the time, the port is put into your
chest just below your collarbone. Your
doctorwill make a small pocket in your
chest for the port. Then lshewill make
a small cut in your neck so that/tlee

can put aube called a catheter into a
large vein. After thatyour doctomwill
make a little tunnel under your skin
between the pocket and the tube in your
neck. Héshewill pull the tube through
the tunnel and connect it to the port.

How is the system
accessed?

Your doctor or nursevill use special
needles called Huber neesli® access
the port. Héshewill pushthe needle
throughyour skin and into the port to
take blood or to give you medicine. You
may feel a smalprick in your skin where
the needle is used. This feeling will
decrease over time.



Your Rhapsody CT Power Port will
make your treatment more comfortable
because itan be given with a less
painful needlestick.

How do | care for my
port?

Talk to your doctor or to a member of his
staff about what you need to know about
the care ofyour port. Below are some
suggestions.

Leave the dressirsgn place for 24
hours after your procedure.

After 24 hours, remove the
dressings

If incisions are secured with Steri
Strips ™, which are small thin
pieces of tapedo not remove
them. They wi fall off on their
own in about 7 td 0 days.

Gently clean around the incisions
with soap and waterBe careful
not toscrub them. Pat them dry
gently.



v' It is okay to leave the incisions
uncovered or to cover them with
dry sterile gauze dressings.

v' Chang gauze dressings every 24
hours and replace them with new,
dry sterile dressings.

v Change your dressisgf they get
soiled, wet, or moist.

v Do not do any heavy lifting for
three (3) weeks after insertion of
your port.

v’ Stay away from doing any
activitiesthat will make you tired
for about three (3) weeks after
insertion of your port.

What do | do if | want to
take ashower?

Your doctor may allow you to take a
shower 24 hours after your port
placement. Itis important to keep the
incisions dry. Carefufl cover the
dressings with a piece of plastic wrap

and tape down the edges securely to stop
water from getting behind the wrap.

After the shower you should remove the
dressings and replace them with fresh
ones.
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What do | do to maintain
my port?

Your portwill be flushed after every use.
This keeps the system clean and ready to
use. If your port is not in ushave it
flushed every 4 weeks by a health care
provider. If you will be responsible for
flushing the port, a health care
professionaill educateyou completely
on the proper procedure used to flush and
care for the devicelf you are allergic

to Heparin please notify your nurse or
doctor immediately.

What are the pssible
problemsl may have with
my port?

Infection - It is possible for an infean

to develop either inside the catheter or
around the port.

Clots - It is possible for a clot (thrombosis) to

form in the line in which the catheter sits.



Tell your doctor if: If you do not present the ID card, you
may not be able to have the procedure.
